· Web safety for you and your kids

· Understanding your child’s report card/ SEL standards and how to support them

· Understanding your child’s fitness gram score, resources for promoting a healthy lifestyle (MEND, nutritional classes, healthy snack demo/double dollars program) (partner with PE teacher/possibly at CATCH Night)
· The Path to College (own your own future.com) presentation from FAFSA team on paying for college

· College Field Trip- Explore UT Day March 5th, 2016 

· Safe Routes to school- walking school bus training and organization of parent leaders/ HUB walking/biking student check in system
· Refugee Support Group/ sharing of resources/ resource fair

· Brighter Bites- free produce for families for 8 weeks (led/sorted by parent volunteers) 

· Community Cultural Exchange- parent organized potluck and family engagement event (could be coupled with a PTA mtg)
· Learning Walk- Tour of Campus led by PSS and Parent Leaders (could end with a family math night or literacy night)

· Play Read Grow Share out- send parent leaders to the Play Read Grow Training at the Austin Public Library and have them do a re-teach at their campus w/ a library partner/ include information on how to get a library card

· Follow up field trip to nearest public library

· Train parents as reading partners and classroom volunteers

· Transition Camp- PSS and parent led workshop for parents of children transitioning to Middle school with guest speaker from vertical team middle school, testimonies from  parents who have already made the transition and a helpful hints on personal organization for parents and students (AVID?)

· How to talk to your kids about tobacco and drugs- Lifeworks presents to parent leaders and they share out at a coffee hour for parents or similar gathering. Pledge to share with at least 5 parents. Follow up with Additional Lifeworks series for parents and students (sign up available at parent share out).

· Have a parent leader present upcoming events and resources at each PTA mtg and CAC mtg.

· Teacher Appreciation Day (May 2) Potluck- parents organize potluck lunch with teachers where they can sit together and share a meal and converse 

· Mom’s Night Out- Parent Organized Event where children can attend activity led by outside partner or watch a movie, and moms’ can network with other moms (have a topic of discussion, ice breaker games) Possible guest speakers: Planned Parenthood for women’s health, CTFB for nutritional cooking demo and assistance on applying for and renewing public benefits, Self-care/access to mental health services/Safe Place?
· Family Olympics/Soccer Tournament –PSS and Parent led fitness event (seek outside sponsor to provide possible refreshments for the day, or have a PTA sale healthy concessions as a fundraiser for the PTA.

· Library Volunteer Training- Librarian trains parent volunteers how to assist with re-shelving books and how to hold a story time perhaps once a week, or month for parents with young children right after drop off in the morning. Consider reading in multiple languages, and parents could even come up with a post story time craft/activity.
